We also use internal controls to safe-

guard the funds you have so generously given.  Our accounting functions incorporate segregation of duties to prevent one 

person from controlling processes from beginning to end.  In addition we take steps to monitor accounting activities to en-

sure accuracy.  Finally we enlist the services of an independent accountant to audit our financial statements on an annual 

basis. 

 

Our internal controls include keeping blank checks in a locked location that is inaccessible to the person who writes the 

checks.  In addition, the person writing the checks does not have signature authority and does not reconcile bank state-

ments.  Instead, the statements are reconciled by a third person who receives them in an unopened state from the bank.  

These duties are currently split between the Executive Director, P.J. Davis; the Executive Assistant, Dawn McDaniel; and 

the Treasurer, Robin Lawhorn.
